POSITION DESCRIPTION

The Group Organizer position is the position with the greatest contact with group participants! The students who serve in this position have three responsibilities. Each group organizer is assigned a group of 5-8 Medical Students. The organizer will ensure that their group is meeting every other week as well as serve as guides and consultants to students learning counseling skills and group facilitation skills while participating in the program. In addition, they serve as a representative of the AMSA Mastermind Program by communicating concerns of participants to the Program Directors as well as keeping participants informed of what is happening in the program and answering questions about how the program works. Group Organizers receive training in how support groups work as well as active listening in addition to being able to participate in Skills and Issue sessions (webinars by experts in areas of counseling skills, burn-out prevention, maintaining humanism in medicine and mental health).
