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WHEREAS the Constitution & Bylaws states,” [a]s soon as it is technologically feasible, with the approval of the BOT, a President-Elect shall be elected prior to the deadline for submitting a rank-list to the National Residency Matching Program.”

WHEREAS the President Elect position should provide sufficient exposure to the Association so as to prepare each incoming President for the roles and responsibilities of the job. 

WHEREAS essential roles and responsibilities of the President position require a detailed understanding of AMSA’s financial structure and processes. 

WHEREAS essential roles and responsibilities of the President position require a detailed understanding of AMSA’s Constitution & Bylaws and Preamble, Purposes and Principles (PPP) as well as the ability to chair a meeting using Robert’s Rules. 

WHEREAS the transition of these roles and responsibilities renders the Vice President for Finances and Vice President for Internal Affairs positions obsolete. 

WHEREAS AMSA would benefit from reducing unnecessary positions in our leadership structure. 


THEREFORCE BE IT RESOLVED that Constitution & Bylaws Art. VII, Sec. 2 be AMENDED to read:
ARTICLE VII. LEADERSHIP
...
Section 2—Term of Office

The term of office for all Officers and Trustees of the Association shall be for one (1) year, or until their successors are duly elected and qualified with the exception of the Secretary/Vice President for Internal Affairs,  President-Elect/President position who shall serve a two (2) year term. No Officer or Trustee may serve more than two (2) consecutive terms in the same position. 

The above Officers and Trustees shall serve for a total of thirteen months with the final month as Outgoing Officers and Trustees with the exception of the Secretary/Vice President for Internal Affairs position and President-Elect.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Internal Affairs Sec. II(A) be AMENDED to eliminate the positions of Vice President for Finances and Vice President for Internal Affairs:

Section II. The Board of Trustees

A. The Board of Trustees (BOT) of the Association shall be composed of the President, President Elect, Vice President for Membership, Vice President of Finance, Vice President for Internal Affairs, Vice President for Leadership Development, Vice President for Program Development, Secretary, Premedical Trustee, International Trustee, Graduate Trustee, and The New Physician Magazine Student Editor, all of whom are voting members of the BOT. In addition, the President-Elect, the Immediate Past President and the Executive Director shall serve as ex officio, nonvoting members.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that all mention of the Vice President for Finances and Vice President for Internal Affairs be DELETED from the Constitution & Bylaws and Internal Affairs. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Constitution & Bylaws Art. VIII, Sec. 11 be AMENDED to read:

Section 11—Selection of the Chairperson and Vice Chairs

The Vice President of Internal Affairs, President Elect who is in the second year of his/her term shall serve as Chairperson of the House of Delegates and shall preside at all sessions of the House of Delegates. The Secretary, who is in the first year of his/her term, shall serve as a Vice Chair. At least sixty (60) days prior to the Annual Meeting, the Vice President for Internal Affairs, serving as Chairperson, shall appoint a second Vice Chair, with the approval of the Board of Trustees, to assist in the smooth functioning of the House of Delegates.

The second Vice Chair shall be an active member of the Association at the time of his/her appointment and shall not be a candidate for national office, and said appointment shall be based on knowledge of parliamentary procedure and experience in conducting meetings similar to those of the House.
