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WHEREAS The New Physician (TNP) Student Editor represents the magazine's editorial concerns to the Association's Board of Trustees and serves to coordinate the magazine's Editorial Advisory Board's feedback and planning efforts; and

WHEREAS the last two TNP Student Editors have served two one year terms consecutively and such two year terms have demonstrated the value of a two year experience; and

WHEREAS the Association benefits from having continuity on the Board of Trustees.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Constitution & Bylaws Article VII, Section 2 be AMENDED as follows:

The term of office for all Officers and Trustees of the Association shall be for one (1) year, or until their successors are duly elected and qualified with the exception of the Secretary/Vice President for Internal Affairs AND TNP STUDENT EDITOR, who shall serve a two (2) year term. No Officer or Trustee may serve more than two (2) consecutive terms in the same position.

The above Officers and Trustees shall serve for a total of thirteen months with the final month as Outgoing Officers and Trustees with the exception of the Secretary/Vice President for Internal Affairs position and President-Elect.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Internal Affairs, Sec. XXII(C) be AMENDED as follows:

Section XXII. Regarding The New Physician Magazine
...

C. Student Editor. While The New Physician is a professionally produced publication, it seeks to serve the information needs of medical students. Formalized student input is required to provide a complementary and necessary perspective for the professional staff. The journal shall have a Student Editor who shall be an active member of the Association and shall be chosen based on editorial experience. He/she shall be appointed by the outgoing Editorial Advisory Board for a renewable one-year term two-year term. The Student Editor’s duties shall include, but are not limited, the following: (2008)
