WHEREAS medical students are not permitted to participate in International Caucus elections. 

WHEREAS international medical students enjoy disproportionate representation on the Board of Trustees.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that Internal Affairs Sec. I(C)(2) be AMENDED to read:

2. The International Trustee and International Regional Directors must be international members of the Association and The International Trustee shall be elected by the House of Delegates. International Regional Directors shall be elected by the Association’s international constituency.
